Tupelo High School
has been a two time recipient of the U.S. Department of 
Education’s Blue Ribbon Award, and is one of 24 schools
nationwide to receive a Cum Laude chapter. ACT scores
average 21.3 – higher than the state and national averages. In 
2009, the Tupelo Public School District announced that all 
students in grades 6-12 would recieve a MacBook computer
through Apple’s One to One program..
